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Report on the Implementation of the Project Stages

Action Plan for the Third Year of the Citizenship Education project in its Global
Humanitarian Dimension

Introduction: After the President of the Center for Educational Research and
Development (CRDP) named the members of the Executive Committee of the Global
Citizenship Education (GCED) project for the third year, the committee members held their
first meeting on Wednesday, June 16, 2021 at nine in the morning in the office of the
President of CRDP.

The meeting was attended by: CRDP President, Mr. George Nohra, the Project
Coordinator, Mrs. Hala Fayyad, the Coordinator of the Joint Academic Departments, Mrs.
Rana Abdullah, Dr. Loubna Nehmeh, and Ms. Mervat Al-Masry.

The President of CRDP, Mr. George Nohra, began the meeting by welcoming the members
of the committee, stressing the commitment to the terms of the agreement between CRDP
and the Asia Pacific Center for Education for International Understanding (APCEIU) and
pointing out the need to return to the coordinator of the Joint Academic Departments
concerning the academic aspect.

Then, the President reviewed the action plan submitted by CRDP for the third stage, which
includes developing three main activities funded by the Korean team, namely:

Activity One:

- Producing 12 digital activities to integrate Global Citizenship into the subject of
Civics and National Education (3 activities for each educational cycle or stage).

- Developing teacher guides (in the form of teacher’s cards)
Activity Two:

- Preparing the training material

- Training the trainers

- Training the teachers

Activity Three:

- Developing a Communication Plan and a Validation Mechanism
Activity Four:

- This activity is not funded, and its purpose is to identify the gaps in the produced
activities for the sake of filling them; in addition to measuring the impact of the activities
and their effectiveness.

The following is a detailed description of the executive tasks to achieve the content of the
activities.



A- Activity 1: Producing digital activities and corresponding teacher guides (teacher‘s
cards)
1- Digital activities: in Arabic

After that were decided upon at a meeting of the Executive Committee, series of phone
calls and WhatsApp messages, and based on written instructions agreed instructions about
the nature and content of the required digital activities, the activities were completed in
their initial form by:

- Mr. Abdul Razzaq Khamis: 3 activities for the Secondary Stage
- Mrs. Maha Jardag: 1 activity for the Secondary Stage

- Ms. Mervat Al-Masry: 1 activity for the Secondary Stage

- Mrs. Mirna Kuntar: 2 activities for Cycle 11

- Mrs. Nora Kabol: 2 activities for Cycle I11

- Mrs. Randa Ibrahim: 2 activities for Cycle 1l

- Mrs. Mervat Al-Masry: 1 activity for Cycle 11

- Mrs. Mervat Al-Masry: 3 activities for Cycle |

In such a way, the number of activities that have been produced becamel5 instead of 12
(only 13 of them are translated into English). However, increasing the number of activities
produced will not lead to a disruption of the budget allocation agreed on between APCEIU
and CRDP.

Mrs. Hala Fayyad made an academic review of the content of the digital activities, and
gave all the activities a unified format and mode.

After completing the training of trainers Mrs. Fayyad, made the necessary additions and
modifications to both the activities and the guides based on the feedback she had received
about the training.

2- Teacher's Guide in Arabic

e The project coordinator, Mrs. Hala Fayyad, completed the teacher's guide in Arabic
for all the activities.
3- Digital Activities and Teacher's Guide in English



e Translating the digital activities and the corresponding teacher guides was made by
both Ms. Ola Al-Sayegh and Mrs. Hala Fayyad.
4- Reviewing the activities and the teacher guides by the Psycho-Social Services
Department

e Based on her expertise in the academic department assigned to her, the Head of the
Department of the Psycho-Social Services, Mrs. Saydeh Francis, read four digital
activities and four corresponding guides critically. The activities chosen were the
first activity of each cycle and its corresponding teacher's guide: Grade 1 of Basic
Education - Grade 5 of Basic Education (as there is no activity for Grade 4 of Basic
Education), Grade 7 of Basic Education, and the First Secondary.

e Mrs. Husson Al-Ahmadieh (specialized in social psychology) conducted also a
psycho-social reading of four activities and their guides in Cycles I and 11 (Grade 2
and 3 of Cycle | and Grade 6 (which has two activities) of Cycle II.

e Mrs. Hala Fayyad carried out a psycho-social reading of four activities and their
guides (two activities in Cycle Ill and two activities in the Secondary Stage);
depending on the observations and remarks of Mrs. Francis and Mrs. Al-
Ahmadieh.

e Also, Mrs. Hala Fayyad linguistically read all the activities and their corresponding
guides.

e The typographical reading of the activities was carried out by Mrs. Guitta Kfoury
Cherfan, while Mrs. Hala Fayyad took responsibility of the teacher’s guides.

B- Activity Two: Preparing a Training Material, Training the Trainers and Training
the Teachers
1- Preparing the training material

Mr. Leon Kelzy, a trainer of Civics and National Education in the Continuous Training
Project, was contacted, as a result of a meeting held by the Executive Committee for this
purpose, in mid-July 2021, i.e., shortly after we were assigned the project coordination.
Hence, we launched negotiations with a working team to develop the digital activities as
required in the first activity of the third year action plan. Mr. Kelzy was informed about
the Global Citizenship Education Project, and where we have reached by then. We told
him that we are in the process of producing digital activities to integrate the concepts of
Global Citizenship Education into the pre-university general education curriculum for
Civics and National Education.

After an explanation and an exchange of ideas and information, we entrusted him with the
task of preparing a training material to address the trainers of Civics in Lebanon as a first
step, and the teachers of Civics as a second step. As such, we provided him with all the
requirements for preparing the training material in our hand and asked him to conduct the
necessary research on the literature about the subject on which the training material is to
be prepared.



It was agreed with Mr. Kelzy to communicate with him on a weekly basis by phone to track
the progress of the preparation or to answer his inquiries, as well as to unify the vision in
the content of the training material and align it with the content of the digital activities
being worked on.

Mr. Leon Kelzy finalized the material - which is a PowerPoint presentation of 87 slides in
addition to a training content - which is the training calendar and the distribution of its
content over four sessions; two hours each. The work was handed in on the first of
November 2021; therefore, the preparation of the training material took about three
months. As for the reason of the delay, it is mainly related to the general atmosphere
prevailing in our country, which we have already referred to many times.

We also agreed with him that he would train trainers of Civics once we call on him to do
so, regardless of whether the training will take place face-to-face or online. He showed
willingness to do so, and completed the task of training the trainers as will be explained
later.

2- Training of Trainers
a- Pre-service and In-service Training Bureau (PITB)

The head of PITB, Mrs. Rania Ghoussoub, was officially contacted by phone for the first
time on Tuesday, October the 29, Although this phone call was preceded by several chats
in order to inform her about the Project of Citizenship Education in its global,
humanitarian dimension, and about the need to train trainers and consequently teachers
on its concepts and activities, this call was made specifically to inform Mrs. Ghoussoub
about our completion of:

1. The initial version of the digital activities related to the project on citizenship education
in its global, humanitarian dimension in its third year (as the activities still need feedback
from the Psychosocial Support Department at the Center for Educational Research and
Development (CRDP).

2. The training manual for trainers who will train teachers of Civics and National Education
on citizenship education in its global, humanitarian dimension, bearing in mind that the
trainer in the Continuous Training Project at CRDP, Mr. Leon Kelzy, has completed
developing this training manual.

3. The training content of the above-mentioned manual, which is entitled: “The Project of
Training of Trainers Course on Citizenship Education in its Global Humanitarian
Dimension and its Integration into Pre-University Public Education Curricula”. Such
manual includes a one-page preface and a table of contents for the four training sessions
(the title of each session and its content) in addition to the technical cards (which include
the duration for each task, the constructive activities, and the notes for each one). These
cards are, respectively:



v Session One: From Local Citizenship to Citizenship in its Global, Humanitarian
Dimension, and its implementation time is 115 minutes
v' Session Two: Teaching/Learning Citizenship in its Global, Humanitarian
Dimension, and its implementation time is 120 minutes
v' Session Three: Teaching/Learning Citizenship in its Global Humanitarian
Dimension, in accordance with the Competency Approach to be adopted in the
Lebanese Curriculum, and its implementation time is 120 minutes
v’ Session Four: Strategies and Evaluation Tools for Assessing Teaching/Learning the
Outcomes Related to Citizenship in its Global, Humanitarian Dimension, and its
implementation time is 120 minutes
Accordingly, based on what has been accomplished, CRDP is now able to train the trainers,
who in turn will train teachers of Civics and National Education in all cycles and grade
levels. The main purpose is to carry out CRDP’s commitment to train trainers and teachers
in the aforementioned subject matter, in accordance with the action plan for the third year
of the Citizenship in its Global, Humanitarian Dimension” project signed by APCEIU on
the one hand, and CRDP, on the other.

We also explained to Mrs. Rania Ghoussoub the reasons of the delay while working on the
digital activities, as well as on the training manual and its corresponding documents. These
reasons include but are not limited to a) the spread of the Corona pandemic, b) the poor
infrastructure such as electricity and the Internet, ¢) the shortage of gasoline in the
marketplace and the increase of its - already high - prices tenfold, and sometimes being
available at fictitious prices in the black market. These reasons prevented the working team
from finishing the work within the required timeframe, or hindered them from responding
to frequent invitations to hold meetings face-to-face or even virtually. Consequently, these
factors delayed the process of training in its two phases: training the trainers and training
the teachers at a later stage.

In addition, we informed Mrs. Ghossoub that the training, in both phases, must be
completed within a maximum period of five days from its date, to enable the inclusion of
its data, details, observations and outputs resulting from it in the final report to be submitted
to the stakeholders in Korea on November 20, 2021 (the date agreed on before the extension
that was kindly granted to us based on our request).

The Head of PITB indicated, in response to the overall available data related to training
requirements that were mentioned above, a number of facts related to the nature of work
with and in the PITB at CRDP. These facts are listed as follows:

1. In order to implement any project for which an agreement is signed with a third party,
the conditions for approving the training of trainers and teachers by the PITB, necessitate
that a committee composed of a group of the Responsible of the Resource Centers (RCR)
in the continuous training project agrees on the content of the corresponding training
material before carrying out the training.



2. Accordingly, the coordinator of the citizenship education project in its global
humanitarian dimension must send the training manual and everything related to it to the
PITB so that it can be sent to the concerned persons in order to take the necessary action,
as mentioned above, and this is what actually happened: we sent the training material and
everything related to it to the PITB on Friday, November 5, 2021.

3. The PITB needs some additional time to review the training manual and documents
related to it, to take the appropriate decision regarding the implementation of the training
and preparing for it. Thus, it seemed impossible for it to meet the deadline which is
November 10, especially that the aforementioned office with all its staff, including RCRs
and trainers, is currently busy launching the recovery program, which coincides with the
students' return to school life, in a manner that is supposed to be similar to what things
were before the Corona pandemic. Therefore, all of these data constituted an obstacle to
the implementation of the training within the required timeframe, and demanded extra time
for that.

On Monday, November 8, Mrs. Rania Ghoussoub, Head of the PITB, was informed that
the Executive Committee of the project had obtained an extension until November 30, and
that she could prepare for the training of trainers as required by her office. We also took
opportunity of this notification to ask Mrs. Ghossoub about whether the RCRs had had the
chance to view the training material to take the necessary action, but the answer was no.

On Thursday, November 11, the Head of the PITB called to inform us that the RCRs are
now ready for a virtual meeting about the project as a whole and about the details of the
action plan for the third year, including training. So, the expert who prepared the training
manual, Mr. Leon Kelzy, was contacted to be informed about the request of the PITB. As
a result, he set an appointment for a virtual meeting via Microsoft teams on Friday,
November 12, at 3:00 P.M. Beirut time, and the link was sent to us to share it with the
head PITB, who in turn shared it with those concerned with the meeting.

The meeting with the RCRs concerned with selecting the trainers who will be trained on
Citizenship Education in its global, humanitarian dimension took place virtually and the
RCRs asked many questions about:

v' Concepts related to Citizenship Education and whether it is controversial in
Lebanon, so we answered that we are in the process of training on Citizenship in
its global humanitarian dimension,

v" Whether training on this subject is a priority in light of the circumstances the
country is passing through on more than one level (economic, social, health,
political...),

v Whether what will be trained on is required in the official exams, or whether these
concepts are outside the Lebanese educational curricula,

v" And the possibility of not limiting the training to the trainers of of Civics and
National Education and allowing the trainers of other subject matters to participate
in the training...



As a result of the stressful conditions experienced by the PITB and its staff of trainers, it
was agreed to reduce the training to two sessions instead of four, provided that all concepts
and activities that were prepared in the manual are introduced within the time slot specified
for the two sessions.

The dates of the two training sessions were set by the Head of PITB on Monday, November
15, 2021. We were also provided with a list of those who will participate in the training on
Friday, November 19, 2021, i.e. the day on which the first virtual training session took
place.

b- The Process of Training the Trainers

The training took place virtually due to the impossibility of getting all the trainers to attend
physically because of the high fuel prices, which made it very difficult to use means of
transportation.

v The first training session took place on Friday, November 19, 2021, from 4:00
P.M. to 6:30 P.M. 38 people attended including:
0 RCRs from all Resource Centers (which are Regional Training Centers)
o Trainers of social studies (history, geography, sociology, economics), as
well as trainers of philosophy, natural sciences, and Languages (Arabic,
French and English).
As we mentioned above, the expansion of the call for training to include educators from
academic disciplines other than Civics and National Education came in response to the
demand of RCRs, who favoured training everyone on the concept of Citizenship in its
global humanitarian dimension,; allowing the adoption of its concepts in their approaches
to their subject matters. Since this demand is in line with our view of the necessity of the
project’s continuity and its success, we saw that they have a point as the concept of
Citizenship in its global humanitarian dimension intersects with all subject matters and can
be trained through almost all of them rather than being trained exclusively through Civics
and National Education.

v As for the second training session, it took place on Tuesday, November 23, 2021.
The trainees were impressed by the intensity and richness of the training material
as it includes a large number of training activities that would establish the concepts
in a calm, flexible, spiral and sequential manner. They also inquired about when
they will be provided with less intensive and comprehensive training material that
they could use during teacher training. In this sense, they explained that they would
keep the expanded training material to themselves as educational material
containing the literature about the concept for it is not necessary to pass all of it to
teachers out of fear that it might be “heavy” on them, especially since the teachers
come from different, academic, cultural/social as well as political/intellectual
backgrounds, and it is therefore advisable to remove everything that could be
controversial and cause conflict. Accordingly, we are working at the present time
being on preparing a reduced training material that we’ll send to them; taking into



consideration the feedback and all the notes and suggestions we received from them
during the two training sessions.

v"Since, due to the current circumstances and the return of Corona and its variants to
the fore, no date has yet been set so far for teacher training. Thus, we will work
quietly on the completion of a mini-training material that we will deliver to the
trainers as soon as it is ready. For this occasion, we are in constant contact with
them via a WhatsApp group, through which we provide them with various
resources, information and instructions related to Education on Citizenship in its
global humanitarian dimension.

C- Activity 3: Community Advocacy, Consultation and Validation

a- Educational Installations and Material Support Bureau

Since Mrs. Rebecca Al-Haddad, the head of the Educational Installations and Material
Support Bureau at CRDP is currently abroad, we contacted her via e-mail and WhatsApp
more than five times. After many vigorous attempts to meet with her and her husband who
works with her in the same office (), a meeting was held on Thursday, November 11, 2021
at 20:15 Beirut time via Zoom to brief them on what has been accomplished so far, and
what is required from them in terms of publishing the work. So, they took note of the
following achievements:

o Producing 16 digital activities in both Arabic and English instead of 12 as stated
in the agreement. More specifically, they are 3 activities for Cycle | of Basic
Education,3 activities for t Cycle 11 of Basic Education, 4 activities for Cycle
111 of Basic Education, and 6 activities for the Secondary Stage; in PowerPoint
format for Basic Education and in Word format for the Secondary Stage,

o Designing the Teacher’s cards for digital activities, in both Arabic and English,
all in Word format. These cards will be converted into a teacher’s guide in
Arabic and then in English after modifying and finalizing their content (adding
the preface, the introduction, the president’s speech, the note of the Executive
Committee, the introduction of concepts, adding the instructions for use, and
the appendix related to the activation exercises...)

o Developing the training material in PowerPoint format. The presentation
consists of 87 slides in Arabic.
o Developing the training content, which is a training calendar distributed over

four sessions, in both Arabic and English.
After that, Mrs. Haddad expressed that she had moved to work, for a period of one year, in
the United States, and that she was so busy to finish some pending work that she had to
hand over to UNICEF within 15 days of its date. Thus, she clearly explained that she had
stopped executing publishing work related to everything issued by CRDP, including what
is related to the Global Citizenship Education project. She said she is ready to accomplish
this if she is given a period of two weeks. Before we finished the virtual meeting, she took
all the information related to the number of pages in the activities, teacher’s cards, etc...



She promised that she would complete the work, but not as fast as required, and in return,
we sent all the finished documents to her.

Mrs. Al- Haddad was also informed that according the action plan of the third phase of the
project, we need to launch advertising campaigns that accompany the launching of the
project itself. In this respect, she clarified that the project needs to be launched on
December 6, 2021 on CRDP’s official platform. Accordingly, the campaign needs to be
ready as of the 1st of December as a kind of preparation for launching the project and an
association to the launching event. In such a case, we were advised to refer to Ms. Karmen
Chbib, the head of Media and Public Relations Unit so that she could guide and help us.

After that, we contacted Mr. Ousama Al-Dimashqi, who is a part of the technical team
responsible for CRDP’s platform (DLP), to inform him about the details of the virtual
meeting that took place between Mrs. Rebecca Al-Haddad and us. He said that he believed
that CRDP had already hired someone to take place of Mrs. Al-Haddad. Therefore, the new
employee should be able to help us to publish our work. However, Mr. Al-Dimashgi got
ill for an entire week and this prevented him from making the required calls. When we
called him back, he said that the decision had been made regarding this. Mrs. Rebecca Al-
Haddad will be doing this job down to the end.

In the meantime, we had already begun to make some modifications (based on the feedback
we received from the trainers) to all the cards and guides. We considered that there was
no problem with the additions, as we thought that what was sent to Mrs. Rebecca Al-
Haddad is void, as long as someone else would be doing this work (according to what Mr.
Al-Dimashqi told us). But after what he told us in our last conversation, we understood that
we had to call Ms. Rebecca Al-Haddad again and provide her with the modified documents,
and this is what happened. We started re-sending everything as of November 26, 2021.

As the head of the Educational Installations and Material Support Bureau at CRDP, Ms.
Rebecca Al-Haddad is strictly prohibited from delivering any product signed by CRDP
other than in PDF format in order to maintain the reputation CRDP on the one hand, and
out of respect for the sender, on the other hand. In the face of all this, we find ourselves,
once again, in front of another inevitable delay in the submission date, and we do not know
how to act about it except by sending an email of apology to the concerned party and
explaining the upcoming circumstances.

b- Media and Public Relations Unit:
According to what Mrs. Rebecca Al-Haddad indicated in terms of preparing for the
advertising campaign, the head of Media and Public Relations Unit at CRDP, Ms. Karmen
Chbib, was contacted on Monday, November 15, 2021, and she was given a general idea
about the outcomes of the first and second phases of the action plan for the third year of
the project.



We asked her to prepare visuals and Spots to introduce Global Citizenship in general and
Education on Citizenship in its global humanitarian dimension in specific, as it was agreed
to be named at CRDP. We also asked her to introduce the project and to shed light on the
third phase including what was accomplished through: a) digital activities for Citizenship
Education in its Global humanitarian dimension, b) a guide for teachers, c) training
material, d) and training the trainers; in preparation for teacher training so as to measure
the impact of these activities on learners at a later stage.

Ms. Karmen Chbib was provided with the relevant material (definition of concepts) and
other information so that her office can accomplish what is required within the available
period of time. Indeed, the advertising campaign was launched, starting on Tuesday,
November 23, 2021, on all CRDP’s social networking sites (Facebook, Twitter...), and
everything seemed fine.

D- External Auditing

The final statement was achieved by the sworn audit expert Mr, Refaat Kiwann. This
statement is attached to a final report on the correct disbursement of the amounts planned
for the activities. The report signed by Mr. Kiwann includes an explanation of the reasons
for not implementing teacher training, which is due to many reasons, highlighted by the
teachers’ strike in refusal to deteriorate economic conditions, which prevented them from
being able receive training, especially since the training was supposed to be at the national
level.

As a last word, we thank the Korean side for its patience and understanding of the harsh
conditions that our country is going through, which in its ferocity did not prevent us from
challenging ourselves and striving to show our sincere desire to achieve on an equal footing
with the other three countries, hoping to rise from the difficulties we are facing to show the
true and brilliant face of our dear Lebanon and that the cooperation between us and
APCIEU continues for the good of our human being and the progress and agreement in the
world in general.

This can be achieved by teaching moral principles in the educational curricula as a
separate subject, as is the case in Japan, or by merging them into the educational
curricula, as is the case in most countries of the world.

This can also be achieved by activating the International Day of Human Fraternity on
February 4, to become a global day, in which schools focus on moral values such as
tolerance, love, acceptance of others and respect for their principles and beliefs.

The term globalized citizenship is a more
accurate and clear concept in the field of international organizations, in periods of problems that affect all the
world's population, for example: the threat of terrorism and the rise of mutual commitment between the
populations of different countries and their dependence on each other.

The ideological basis of globalized citizenship is based on human rights, as stated in the Charter of the Uni
Nations. Moreover, most global citizenship movements emphasize the issue of reducing social and eco
gaps between developing countries and poor regions as part of a global citizen.

In sum, belonging to humanity does not mean abandoning legitimate loyalties or cancelli
independence. Its distinguishing feature is “unity in diversity.” Global citizenship includes principleg of gocial and
economic justice within and between states, non—hostile decision—-making at all levels, gendef equality, racial,
ethnic, national and religious harmony, and a willingness to sacrifice for the common good, from which other
aspects of global citizenship can be inferred, including the promotion of honour. dignity, hdmanity, understanding,
friendship, cooperation, trustworthiness, compassion and willingness to serve...

Media Service for Sustainable Development
Sustainable development means: “development that meets and meets the needs of the present
without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their needs.” Therefore,
development indicates that the developing society possesses the tools and competencies
necessary to harness all modern achievements and higher values: social, moral and collective;
This is in order to achieve the highest rates of production, renaissance and construction that
would ensure a decent and safe human life for all segments of society. This major strategic
process with many inputs and outputs needs awareness before planning, when full awareness
arose - which is one of the subjective factors - about the importance of mobilizing all forces
and efforts to achieve the great goal of sustainable development; Achieving this goal was easier
and easier, given that awareness leads directly to adapting the development components to
human and material resources, improving productivity levels and rates, rationalizing and
increasing national income.
This awareness requirement is largely achieved if the role of all media, both classic and new,
is activated and the sustainable development goals are included in their various communication
agendas to reach and awaken different segments of the masses. In this broad human society.
The role of strategic planners in the field of broad media is to achieve the goal of the masses
being aware of the needs that the current behavior, not even the current existing habits, can
satisfy, to be able, in one way or another, to invent or quote a new behavior that brings them
closer to meeting and satisfying these needs in more ways merit.
According to the American communication scholar Wilbur Schramm, who authored a book on
Mass Media and National Development, the mass media play different roles to achieve the goal
of sustainable development, namely: First, the role of monitoring, which is represented in its
ability to discover prospects and prepare monitoring and analysis reports. Concerned with the
possible opportunities for success as well as the dangers, challenges and threats facing society.
Secondly, its political role, which is represented in providing information and news that allow
the enactment of laws and the taking of decisions related to the issuance of legislation or leading
government decisions. Thirdly and finally, the role of upbringing, which is represented in its
education and awareness of the members of the community with the various skills, beliefs and
habits that are valued by the community.
According to these different roles, the media, if it adopts a sound approach in reflecting the
correct image of the lived reality and setting the goal of participation in achieving the goal of
sustainable development, it will provide the citizen and the resident alike with a rich media
material that surrounds him in various classic and new media outlets to tell him the following:
His living reality is underdeveloped, thus informing him of his need for development.
The issue of the media’s impact on sustainable development is not an issue that is not calculated
with an accurate scale or criterion. These means differ in their degrees of influence from one
means to another. In this, the American communication scholar Joseph Thomas Klapper says:
“The media act as means of support rather than change. , where the media message tends to



develop pre-existing personal characteristics, but this does not negate the ability of the media
to create opinions on topics and issues, especially those about which no opinion has been
formed, nor does it negate their importance as tools of persuasion that play their role through
psychological readiness, especially If the message is very transparent in what it presents of
convincing facts.”...

Then, after the children
recognize all the animals, different animal food types are displayed. (3 minutes)
E. The teacher displays pictures on how to take care of animals and their hygiene. (2 minutes)
F. The teacher shows students the picture of a vet taking care of animals. Then he asks them these
questions:
- What do we call the doctor who medicates animals and takes cares of their health? (The vet or
veterinarian).
- Would you like to take care of a sick animal and help it? (To promote the concept of empathy,
help and concern for the environment...) (Answers vary) (1 minute)
H. The teacher then asks the children the following questions. (Slide 15) (6 minutes)
1. Choose from slides 13 and 14 pictures that indicate the physical hygiene of animals.
2. Why is it important to keep animals clean?
3. Select two pictures that reflect abusive treatment of animals and two pictures that reveal
proper treatment of animals.
4. Who takes care of animals and treat them when they get sick?
5. Which bird in the pictures is your favorite?
6. Do you like to hear birds singing on the trees or eating them?
Slides 16 and 17: group work 1
A. The teacher divides the learners into groups and give them new tasks. The students give their
group a name related to animals. Each group has a goal to achieve. (3 minutes)

- The goal of the group that loves animals that fly or wants to take care of them: to preserve
this type of animals, stop hunting them and show the beauty of chirping birds.

- The goal of the group that loves animals that swim or wants to take care of them: to show
how to keep these animals in aquariums at home, how to clean these aquariums and how
to take care of them.

- The goal of the group that loves animals that graze or wants to take care of them: to take
care of the health and hygiene of the animals that graze and show how to benefit from their
products such as Milk, wool and meat.

w

After the tasks are distributed, the teacher explains to each group what is required and how to
prepare for their presentations. He draws learners’ attention to the relationship between animal
safety and the balance and safety of the environment and humans (for example, animal
damage leads to a lack of food sources for humans). (2 minutes)

B. The teacher gives students some time to prepare their presentations. (2 minutes)

C. Group presentations:

— The groups display their presentations orally as it’s the most suitable means for their age group.
The teacher helps them to express their ideas, by asking them questions (6 minutes)

— The teacher gives students time to ask questions to each other, discuss and answer. (2 minutes)

—  The teacher interferes just to correct false ideas.

D. Slides 18 and 19: Group Work (20 minutes)

1. The teacher shows learners the video attached below: the video shows how to treat animals
kindly.

Slides 1 to 4 brainstorm the lesson and introduce it.

Stages of the activity
Stage one :
1. Slides 5 and 6: (7 minutes)
a. The teacher shows the learners some pictures that reflect some social conducts in slide six.
b. Learners work in pairs, during this participatory work students think, discuss and share their
ideas.
c. Learners are asked to identify pictures that represent good behavior and those that represent
bad behavior.
d. The teacher asks each two learners to choose one image, the one which is the most significant
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to them. Students discuss the picture orally in three sentences. One student from each pair
talks and expresses his ideas.

Slide 7: (10 minutes)

The teacher presents to students some quotes from the Holy Bible.

The teacher asks each student to read each quote and identify the moral value reflected by it.
The teacher zooms in the text so that learners can depict the keywords easier. Fear for
example is repeated four times and the word love is repeated three times. The message
implied by this quote is “the power of love expels fear”.

The teacher chooses some learners to give their answers and does not move on to a new
saying before the correct value is determined in the statement under discussion.

Mechanism: The teacher is free to determine the mechanism of work (individual or group
work).

Slide 8: (10 minutes)

The teacher displays a video to the learners, the video depicts some social morals and values.
The teacher asks students to watch the video carefully.

The teacher intervenes to discuss and ask questions about the video via “brainstorming™ to
make learners:

Identify the behavior depicted in the picture.

Comment on the way the characters in the movie acts and which of these behaviors are the
behaviors of a good citizen in his society °.

The second part of the activity is carried out in 55 minutes in the next session (15-20 minutes
for slides 11 and 12), while 30 minutes are allotted for the assessment. If it is not possible to
implement the second part of the activity immediately after the completion of the first, it will
be completed later.

Phase 1: First period

A. Perception and awareness stage ( slides 9 and 10): (duration: 25 minutes)

1. The teacher asks learners to skim and scan through slides 1 to 8. The teacher asks each learner to

L If the teacher performs two consecutive lessons with a break between them, he can invest this break time in implementing one of
the activation exercises. For this purpose, review the appendix/annex in the teacher's guide.



5. How is this concept confirmed in the picture? Different skin tones may indicate that right and duty are
universal concepts.

The teacher chooses some learners to read their answers so that he starts brainstorming to determine the
main topic of discussion suggested by the activity.

The teacher discusses the learners’ answers and give them the suitable feedback.
The teacher then distributes A4 papers to learners and asks each learner to define (alone or in pair) each
of the following terms:

+«» Citizen/Citizenship

+« Right, duty.

«¢ Citizenship in its humanitarian global dimension
The learners write the definitions on the white papers and put them aside for further discussion. (See
slide 17 final note). (Duration: 10minutes)

Exploration phase (slides 11 and 12): (duration: 10 minutes)
The teacher asks learners to work in pairs during this part of the activity.
The teacher displays the text on slide 12 Infront of the learners.
Each learners read the above text carefully to infer five ideas from it related to human rights and their
preservation, and the means of not violating them,.and write them on a white paper, such as :
e The Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights protects the full human
rights of all citizens equally.
e The Office of the United Nations High Commissioners for Human Rights Helps Individuals to
enhance, strengthen and secure their rights.
e The authorities such as governments seek to promote and strengthen these rights to ensure that
they are implemented and enjoyed by all humans.
e |t also tackles and handles the violations that endanger people's lives like wars.
e It shows significant interest in providing civil, cultural, economic, political, and social rights to
humans together with the right to development.
e The Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights cooperates with
governments, legislators, courts, national institutions, civil society, regional and international
organizations, and the United Nations.

The teacher selects some students to give their answers and then he discusses them and explain some of
the key concepts that are thematically related to the main topic of discussion .he also highlights the role of
the Office of the United Nations High Commission for Human Rights in securing equal rights for all
humans .

C. Team work and implementation phase (slides 12-13-14) (duration: 15 minutes)

The teacher divides the class into groups, so that learners work as a team.

The teacher asks each group of learners to give his team a name which reflects the theme of the activity
such as "Right ","Duty","Respect the Law","Respect the Other" team. Each team has to name a spokesman.
The teacher asks the learners to watch the video carefully : (Duration:5 minutes)
e He asks them to pay special attention to the rights displayed in it.
e Then he asks them questions about:
- Human /citizen rights
- Human /citizen duties
- The correlation between rights and duties

The teacher arranges a free discussion with the students to attain the target set by the video.

— The teacher then displays the pictures and drawings on slide 15 for 3 minutes and lets learners react,
interact and share their ideas .He intervenes only to answer their questions and inquiries. He notes that
slide 15 is trying to define the difference between "local” and "global™ citizenship, through the two maps
of Lebanon and the globe. It also notes that there are 17 Sustainable Development Goals - the slide shows
8 - to achieve human equality (duration 3 minutes).

Phase one: Second period
(Slides 16, 17, 18, 19, 20) (duration: 15 minutes)

— He then moves to slide 16 and asks them to read the three documents for 3 minutes and answer the
questions to the right of the slide:

e Which document refer to the rights of the citizen? (Document?2)

e Which one refers to his duties? (Document1)

e Which one refers to the absence or violation of the rights that document 3 refers to? (Justice and
equal rights and duties)

e Mention the results of misapplication and how the solutions came. (Results: wars - revolutions /
solutions: the emergence of international organizations concerned with the concept of human
rights). (duration: 5 minutes)

5. The teacher asks learners to read the instruction to the right of slide 17, and then the groups complete the
table on slide 17 within 5 minutes.

6. Then, the teacher asks the learners to read the two texts on slide 18 and answer the questions on them:
Read the following two texts slowly and extract:

0 Theme of the first text and related matters: ensuring equitable and inclusive quality education for boys
and girls, promoting lifelong learning opportunities for all, and access to quality early childhood
development, care and education.

7. o GCED obijectives in the second text: achieving development/ raising awareness of human rights/
education for sustainability/ education for peace and conflict prevention/ raising awareness about the
convergence of cultures.

8. Learners give the answer and the teacher discusses the importance of SDG 4 in achieving citizenship in its
humanitarian global dimension and education goals. (duration: 10 minutes)

9. The teacher then replays the video linked on slide 14 (duration: 5 minutes) and asks the learners to read
the instruction to the right of slide 18, and then the groups to fill in the table on slide 18 also in 10 minutes.

10. After the time assigned for this activity is over, the teacher displays the correct answers on slide 20 and let
the students compare the answers with the definitions they gave at the beginning of the lesson (see above,
the line above for the exploration phase of the activity) and interact. (Duration: 5 minutes)

D. Task distribution stage in preparation for evaluation (duration: 3 minutes)

Evaluation stage

First part of the evaluation

1. The teacher asks learners to work individually, in pairs or even in groups during this part of the activity.
The teacher is free to choose the mechanism of action he wishes to follow to implement this part of the
activity . The evaluation passes through two stages: the first is set on three texts and the second is based
on the student’s presentation about the role provided by their ministry to ensure the implementation of
human rights.

The teacher presents to learners the texts on slides 23-24-25.
3. After reading the above texts individually, learners are asked to answer the questions which are distributed
on printed papers.(Cf. below the evaluation of the activity on globalcitizenship.)

B. Exploration phase (slides 10 and 11): (duration: 10 minutes)

The text on slide 11 is displayed in front of them.
Each pair of learners should read the above mentioned text carefully and extract five ideas from it in
defining heritage, and write them on a white paper. Here are some examples:
e Heritage is our legacy from ancestors.

e Civilization is a tree whose root is Heritage, that is, just as the roots are the reason for the stability
of the tree in the earth, so does civilization continue to persist because of heritage.
e Civilization without heritage is like parasites that live at the expense of others.
e Civilization's duty to be authentic, derived from its past.
The teacher selects some answers so that the ideas are discussed and determined.

. Team work and implementation phase (slides 12-13-14) (duration: 30 minutes)

The teacher divides the class into groups, so that learners work as a team.

The teacher asks each group of learners to give their team a name related to the Lebanese heritage, for
example: The Lebanese Dabka team, the Lebanese Architectural Heritage Team, the "Dalona” team...
Each team names a representative.(3 minutes)

The teacher gives each team a topic to discuss:

e Group 1: Some of the most common values in Lebanon.

e Group 2: Mention some of fundamental aspects that preserve the Lebanese heritage and protect

it.

e Group 3: Identify the role of young people in protecting their national heritage and its values.
The teacher asks the first group to enlist some of the values prevailing in Lebanon (5, 10 or more) and to
classify them according to the occasions in which they are used such as: weddings, funerals, births, illness
and hospitalization, success in exams or a university degree, or the purchase of a new home, in addition
to cooking habits and types.

The teacher asks each group to answer the questions given to them from one of these perspectives :
Geographical, economic, cultural, or historical.

The teacher asks each group to link their research to the concept of sustainable education, and he can use

the detailed margin on the first page for this purpose.

Groups have 12 minutes to prepare their presentations.

The teacher asks each group to display its presentation in an innovative way just as : role playing or story

telling. (6 to 9 minutes)

10. The teacher gives learners time to discuss their presentations. (3 minutes)

D. Task distribution Phase in preparation for evaluation (duration: 3 minutes)

a. The teacher divides the class into five groups at least. (1 minute)

b. The teacher gives each group one of the following topics to present in the second session: (2 minutes)

1. Group 1: Lebanese traditional dish (larger/ the best dish of hommos/ plate of tabbouleh/ fattoush dish...)
2. Group 2: The Lebanese Dabkeh. (Lebanese and famous traditional dance with specific cloths).

3. Group 3: A traditional aspect of an Arab country.

4. Group 4: A traditional aspect of a European country.

5. Group 5: A traditional aspect of an East Asian country.

6. Group 6: A Traditional aspect of an African country.

e The teacher points out that the heritage side has to deal with clothing, construction, housing, general
habits, community and customs.

e  The teacher points out that the display can be performed in different ways such as shows, mobile
gallery or PowerPoint.

According to the United Nations, citizenship education in its global human dimension provides students with the understanding, skills,
and values they need to help solve the intellectual challenges of the 21st century, which include climate change, conflict, poverty,
famine, and issues of equality and sustainability.

Stages of the activity

Note 1

The activity is carried out within 3 periods, the first and the second sessions can be consecutive, and the
third session a week later .

The first part of the activity (slide 1 to slide 13) is performed within 55 minutes.

The second part of the activity (from slide 14 to slide 28) is performed within 55 minutes.

The last part of the activity (slide 28 to the end of slide 33) is carried out within 55 minutes.

The activity could also be carried out on a day dedicated to "education on citizenship in its humanitarian
global dimension". Learners must be, in this case, informed about the activity at least a week before so that
they prepare enough information about the activity.

Note 2
The answers given (in slanted) to questions are examples. The teacher can elaborate on the discussion and
encourage learners to give their answers to meet the objectives of the activity.

Phase 1: First session

A. Perception and awareness stage (slides 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13): (duration: 45 minutes)
The teacher asks learners to skim and scan through slides (1 to 7), and to think individually about Martin Luther
king's quotation “We must learn to live together as brothers or perish together as fools.” -from March 22,
1964, speech in St. Louis and to design a slogan which reflects the theme of the statement.

The teacher gives student’s five minutes to complete this activity, and five minutes to display their work. (10
minutes)

(The teacher shows learners the importance of “brotherhood™ so that humans live peacefully.)

— Then, the teacher shows learners two pictures (slides 10 and 11) and he asks them to answer the
following questions: (duration: 20 minutes).

(Answers vary, the learner is free to express his awareness of the difference between the two concepts,
with guidance to the idea that belonging to humanity enhances the positive feelings of the individual and
does not conflict with his loyalty to his homeland or the sovereignty of it.) the learner could express his
concepts towards these ideas freely under the supervision of the teacher.

The teacher then displays the pictures and drawings on slide 13 and let learners interact and express their
opinions, positions, and feelings freely, the teacher intervenes only to answer student’s questions). The
teacher draws learner’s attention to the map of Lebanon and the globe to enhance the relation between

global and national citizenship. The teacher also shows that there are 17 major goals behind sustainable
development. (Duration: 5 minutes)

The teacher then distributes A4 papers to define the following terms: (Slide 13)
+ Citizenship in its human global dimension
% United Nations

The definitions are written on the papers and set aside for later discussion (see below, slide 25).
(Duration: 10 minutes)

B. Exploring the main subject of the activity (slides 14, 15, 16 and 17): (Duration: 55 minutes)

A. Brainstorming (slides 9 and 10): (duration: 5 minutes)

volunteer in the service of humanity. “Slide 10”.

2. The teacher opens a discussion with the learners after what has been presented, and asks them to answer
the following questions:
1- "Are you ready to engage in community service to leave a positive influence in your local
environment?"
2- "Do you imagine yourself ready to engage in community service outside the borders of your homeland
to serve humanity just like Michael Naimi, the well-known Lebanese author?" Justify your choice in
light of this activity. (Duration: 12 minutes)

— The teacher develops an evaluation strategy to assess student’s presentations based on content, style,
innovation and seriousness of work.

3. Conclusion:
A- A questionnaire with closed questions about the role of young people in stimulating the concept of
community service is distributed to make sure that the goals of the target activity are achieved.
B- The teacher asks some learners to upload the pictures of the presentations under the title " Society’s
Need for its Youth "on the school's website.

- The teacher asks students to choose three definitions or more for each term and write them on colored
cardboard.
- The definitions written on the cardboard are hung on the classroom walls.

2. The teacher creates a forum for this activity, under the title “Citizenship in its humanitarian global
dimension Education: General Issues and Social Problems - Youth and Contemporary Transformations”
or “Citizenship in its humanitarian global dimension Education: Public Issues and Social Problems -
Fundamental Problems in the World” on the high school / school website.

e The teacher organizes the forum so that each group is able to upload its research results at the exercise
(cf. 6-€)

e The teacher keeps the link of the forum on which the different groups will download the results of their
discussion, and shares it, on the day of the activity, via WhatsApp group or writes it on the board, so
that all learners can use it and have access to the work conducted by other groups.

3. It is recommended to carry out this activity in the informatics lab.

4. The teacher distributes the activity cards (after making enough copies ), one card for each student, or one
card for the group, The teacher distributes these cards at the end of the first phase of the activity, if the
evaluation will take place later, he distributes them again to carry out the final assessment.

5. The learners work in pairs to answer number one.
6. The students are divided into six groups after the completion of the second phase of the steps.

7. An audio visual device such as (LCD) should be provided, together with assessment sheets.

Steps of the activity
Note 1

This activity can be carried out in both grades (secondary first and third secondary). Cards for the two grades
were assigned according to the axis taught in each of the two grades, taking into account the choice of
words, problems and questions for each of the two axes being taught.

Note 2

The activity is carried out within two full sessions. It is recommended that these sessions are consecutive,
separated by a ten-minute break®.

The first part of the activity (from the beginning to the end of number 6) is carried out in a period of 55-60
minutes, followed by a break of 5 to 10 minutes.

The second part of the activity in the next session (the assessment) is carried out for 45 minutes. If it is not
possible to implement the second part of the activity immediately after the completion of the first part, it

will be completed later, this arrangement requires coordination with the school administration to obtain two
consecutive periods for the benefit of civics education, once during the school year.

Note 3

The answers (in bold) given to the questions are by example.

3 The teacher can use this break time to do one of the refresher exercises with the learners. For this purpose, review the
appendix in the teacher's guide.



First stage of the implementation of the activity

1. The teacher asks the learners a set of questions to conduct brainstorming with the aim of determining the
topic of the activity, stimulating their thinking, and arousing their curiosity. (10 minutes)

a. Students are asked to name three of the problems that the world) suffer from at the present time
(contemporary time).

— Covid-19 / unemployment / forced displacement / bullying / pollution / racial - ethnic - religious -
gender discrimination / inequality of opportunity / wars / epidemics / blocking the horizon for young
people (the Lebanese in particular) / nepotism/ poverty and hunger/AIDS and drugs/ mutated delta/
environmental pollution/ intolerance/ violence/ dispute over energy and water wealth...

b. Do you think that the problems from which young people (the world) suffer are international?

— The discussion should be directed in the sense that some problems are global while others are
limited to specific societies or regions.

¢. Who is mainly in charge of the exacerbation of each of these problems?

— The sides in charge differ according to the problem and its nature. Home education may be
attributed to the social environment, ungrateful government policies, or the domination of large
countries over the fates of weaker countries and peoples... (Examples can be given for each case
separately: the cause of social bullying is family education and the cause of unemployment is deficient
government policies...)

d. What are the best methods to tackle these problems?

— Enabling families to play the role assigned to them, advancing educational curricula and wise
government policies, reducing tension between countries, respecting and applying human rights
principles, respecting and implementing the principle of human brotherhood...

e. In a flash on the LCD, the teacher presents the 17 Sustainable Development Goals as ways to tackle the
problems raised, focusing on the goals that respond to those problems. (10 minutes)

** Qrienting the discussion towards the principles of education for citizenship in its humanitarian global
dimension in its relationship to the Sustainable Development Goals issued by the United Nations in 2015,
and towards, and the general issues that interest young people, regardless of their circumstances and
environments, or the social problems that bring them together in common or similar aspirations and focusing
on the transformations that have affected young people in the contemporary period, especially as a result of
the means of communication that have transformed the world into a global village...

e. Do you think about the effects of problems on your country or surroundings (for example, Corona) or do
you think about the anxiety they cause others as well? What is the difference between the two levels of
thinking in your opinion?

— Answer vary.

2. In the second step, the teacher shows the learners the attached video. It is indicated that his intervention
is necessary to clarify the strategy of the thinking patterns presented in the video if it is being used for the
first time with students.

— (Video link https://youtu.be/IpRgkWPOjLI)) (7 minutes)

3. a. The teacher divides the class into six groups.
b. Each group takes a name according to the symbolic hat that it represents. ( , black, green...).



c. One hat should not be taken from two groups, so that the six hats are given to the six groups of learners.
(3 minutes)

4. The teacher:

a. Raises a problem suggested in 1a,

b. Asks each group to tackle the problem from the point of view of the task entrusted to the group in
accordance with the symbolism of the hat that it represents. (10 minutes)

c. Asks each group of students to exchange his ideas with the other. (5 minutes)

— It should be noted that the teacher is asked to watch the video more than once, in an earlier stage of the
implementation of the activity, so that he can explain the work strategies to everyone or any group when
asked to do so.

5. The teacher asks each group to: (15 minutes)

a. Choose one of the other problems named within the answer to number 1a.

b. Apply the analysis on it, from the six points of view, according to the six hats strategy.

c. Present the appropriate solution based on the sustainable development goals.

d. Link between the problem, the solution, and the specifications of a citizen with a global human
dimension.

e. Make his presentation.

f. Discuss his analysis, through a representative, with the class and answer the questions. The teacher
intervenes only to correct.

6. The teacher asks each group to: (10 minutes)

a. Reflect on why definitions of terms were requested earlier (see the first note of the required tools -
preparations - means" above), and whether and to what extent this activity affected the strengthening of a
sense of belonging to citizenship in its humanitarian global dimension.

b. Post the result of this reasoning on the forum.

c. Recall the response to the topic of the activity on the forum by acquaintances and colleagues in other
schools and class.

d. Upload the research on the forum, in the appropriate place, directly from the computer lab room, or later
at home, after naming and assigning one of the students to do so.

Second phase of the implementation of the activity

7. EVALUATION (45 minutes)

The teacher shows again the video of the six hats and then begins the phase of evaluating the achievements,
asking the learners to answer (individually) on blank sheets of paper the assessment questions that has been
distributed to them.

4. The teacher introduces The Roaming Exhibition/ Mobile Strategy. (Definition and Steps)

5. The teacher photocopies the learner's/ student’s card for the activity and distributes them among learners and
ask them to read the activities well before these activities are performed in the classroom.

6. The teacher creates (at a later stage) a Portfolio of achievements and assessment for each learner about global
citizenship, this portfolio is kept in the learner’s file at the school.

Roaming exhibition/mobile strategy (definition and steps of implementation)

e Definition:

a. It is a strategy based on analysis, synthesis, and evaluation that covers most of the questions suggested by the
lesson.

b. The teacher writes the activities on a large newspaper.

c. These newspapers are hung on the wall, knowing that enough space is left beside the activity so that the
students hang their answers later.

e Strategic Steps

a. The teacher divides the class into groups.

b. Each group is assigned one activity previously prepared by the teacher.

c. Learners in each group share ideas through oral or written brainstorming.

d. Learners write down the output of their discussion on a newspaper and hang it next to the activity assigned
to them.

e. The group nominates a spokesperson, who displays the group's work

f. The groups move around the exhibition, and each spokesperson remains next to the work displayed by
his group.

g. The spokesperson explains the ideas to the visitors (his colleagues from other groups) to discuss and
exchange ideas.

h. The teacher encourages each group and evaluates its work.

Steps of the activity
First period
1. Learners are distributed so that each learner sits in front of a computer. (5 minutes)

2. The teacher prepares activities to assess student’s acquisition of the basic skills. This assessment takes
the form of direct questions. These questions are displayed by the teacher on the screen for a short period,
then they are hidden. The teacher displays these questions on the screen once more during the
implementation phase. Students are introduced to the assessment questions before the videos and pictures
are displayed on the screens in front of them, so that they know what to concentrate on as they are watching.
(5 minutes)

3. The teacher will displays the photo and video gallery. (10 minutes)

4. The teacher presents multiple-choice questions through google forms, and asks each learner to answer the
questions within a specific period of time. (10 minutes)

5. As learners answer the given questions, the teacher reveals the correct answers and the learner’s marks, and
gives some time for discussion to figure out all the learners' questions and inquiries. (5 minutes)

6. The teacher asks the learners, after he presents a summary (10 minutes) of the sustainable development goals,
the concept of citizenship education in its humanitarian global dimension and the link between them, to:

a. Prepare proposals for projects that have local and humanitarian global dimensions. These projects aim at
serving all humans alaound the world . These projects are arranged under the title “The World We Want”.

b. Reflect on:

— the meaning of belonging to the world
— the meaning of practicing citizenship with human and humanitarian global dimensions
— the expected/ desired benefits from this affiliation and this practice.

c. Present the output of their research/ these suggestions as projects in the form of Wall boards- drawings-
posters or brochures. (5 minutes)

d. Present and discuss their projects in the classroom (through the traveling/ mobile exhibition strategy) during
the next class assigned by the teacher.

Second period
7. The teacher asks the groups to:

a. Present their projects and discuss them in the classroom (through the mobile exhibition strategy**). (30
minutes).

b. Hang the material they prepared on the classroom walls or corridors. (7 minutes).

c. Publish their projects on a special web page on the high school/school website, designed by the teacher under
the title The World We Want for the benefit of this activity. (3 minutes).

8. The teacher creates (at a later stage) a portfolio of achievements and a special assessment for each learner
about global citizenship.

EVALUATION

9. The teacher evaluates the achievements of each learner based on:
— The mark he obtained upon completing the exercise after watching the video (see questions 2 and 4
above).
— The project that he submitted with his group (see questions 6a and 7a above).
— The interventions he made and the answers he gave with his group to question 6.

7. Upload the results of analyses results on an activity forum. (Technological Objective - Information
Technology/ Skill in Using Technology)

Teaching Methods and Tools

1. Two weeks before the session assigned for this activity the teacher asks the learners to do their own research
to:

Define the terms: homeland - citizen - citizenship - global citizenship / (or citizenship in its humanitarian global
dimension), three different definitions or more for each term are chosen and written on colored cardboard. Then,
the selected definitions are hanged in the classroom.

2. The teacher creates a forum for this activity, under the title “Global Citizenship Education: “Media and
Communication” / “Media and Public Opinion™ on the high school / school website. The name of the class,
the title of the lesson are clearly indicated on the site, to make it easier for the students to upload their collected
data. This activity could be best performed in the informatics Lab.

3. The teacher provides the link of the form on which each group will download the results of its discussion.
The collected data could also be forwarded to the WhatsApp group or shared on the board so that all learners
get involved in the target topic of discussion.

4. The teacher prepares educational videos that serve both the general objectives and the specific objectives of
the activity assigned for the theme under discussion.

5. One week before the session, the teacher sends to the learners an educational video (Audio PPT). This video
should display the most prominent points of media and public opinion. The PPT issued by The Educational
Center for Research and Development for the 2021-2022 scholastic year, which is available on the Center’s
digital platform, could be used by the teacher to implement this activity, since it links the content of this unit
to the humanitarian global dimension of citizenship. Students are supposed to watch the video and write down
their answers to the questions that the teacher distributes. (cf. No. 8 below).

6. The teacher should distribute the activity cards among students, at least one week before the implementation
of the activity. These cards should be returned by students at the end of the first phase of the activity and
redistributed when the evaluation is carried out. Yet, if the activity is carried out in two successive sessions,
there is no need to collect the students’ cards.

7. The teacher divides the class into homogeneous groups.
8. The teacher asks each student to write down the answers for the following questions individually:

a. Define the concept of media, distinguish between media and advertising.

b. Distinguish between local news and global news.

c. Name the parties that seek to dominate the media and indicate their goals.

d. Explain the citizen's responsibility in following up news and events through the media.

e. Clarify, based on your prior knowledge, one or more aspects of the media's role in removing the individual
from the local framework of ideas, customs, values, and acquisitions to the global framework which is much
wider and more diverse.

The second phase of implementing the activity (in class, a week after the teacher hands the students their
cards and gives them instructions on implementing the number 1 questions on student’s card, thus
applying the flipped classroom strategy)

Note 1

The activity is carried out in two sessions, and it is recommended that the sessions must be consecutive, with a
ten-minute break.

The first part of the activity (from number 2 to the end of number 4 on the student card) is carried out within a
period of 50 to 55 minutes, followed by a break of 5 to 10 minutes.

The second part of the activity in the next lesson (assessment) is carried out within 35 to 40 minutes.

First Period of class implementation

1. Group Work (1): (20 minutes)
a. The teacher asks each group to discuss their answers to reach a final agreement and formulate a common
ground which reflects the mechanism of democratic reasonable dialogue among all participants. (13 minutes)

b. The teacher asks each group to read the text at the end of the activity and make appropriate adjustments to
your answers.

c. The teacher asks each group to write down the answers you agree on before reading the text and after reading
(with reservations, if any, on a wall board i.e. cardboard), so that they can show them later to the other groups.
d. Each group must display its final statement on a cardboard to present it later in front of the other groups. (7

minutes)

2. Group Work (2): (25 minutes)

a. The teacher asks each group to present the outcome of their discussion in front of the other groups. (10
minutes)

b. The teacher organizes the discussion and exchange of ideas among groups. (10 minutes)

c. Each group is asked to upload its answers to the forum, directly from the computer lab room (5 minutes) or
a student is assigned by the teacher to do so later at home.

3. Group Work (3): (10 minutes)

a. The teacher asks the members of each group to think together to find definitions of the terms provided earlier
and to figure out their proper understanding whether this activity has affected the promotion of a sense of work,
within the limits of the available possibilities, to achieve the goals of sustainable development and to enhance
their sense of belonging to citizenship in its global human dimension,.

b. The teacher asks each group to upload the results of their discussion on the forum.

c. Each group is also asked to share their collected data which is uploaded to the forum with their acquaintances
and colleagues in other schools and classes (whoever wants to use the link will be allowed, and the interventions
will be monitored by the teacher).

Second period of class implementation

The teacher asks to answer the following assessment questions (which are on their cards).

Media Service for Sustainable Development
Sustainable development means: “development that meets and meets the needs of the present without
compromising the ability of future generations to meet their needs.” Therefore, development indicates that the
developing society possesses the tools and competencies necessary to harness all modern achievements and
higher values: social, moral and collective; This is in order to achieve the highest rates of production, renaissance
and construction that would ensure a decent and safe human life for all segments of society. This major strategic
process with many inputs and outputs needs awareness before planning, when full awareness arose - which is
one of the subjective factors - about the importance of mobilizing all forces and efforts to achieve the great goal
of sustainable development; Achieving this goal was easier and easier, given that awareness leads directly to
adapting the development components to human and material resources, improving productivity levels and
rates, rationalizing and increasing national income.
This awareness requirement is largely achieved if the role of all media, both classic and new, is activated and
the sustainable development goals are included in their various communication agendas to reach and awaken
different segments of the masses. In this broad human society.
The role of strategic planners in the field of broad media is to achieve the goal of the masses being aware of the
needs that the current behavior, not even the current existing habits, can satisfy, to be able, in one way or another,
to invent or quote a new behavior that brings them closer to meeting and satisfying these needs in more ways
merit.
According to the American communication scholar Wilbur Schramm, who authored a book on Mass Media and
National Development, the mass media play different roles to achieve the goal of sustainable development,
namely: First, the role of monitoring, which is represented in its ability to discover prospects and prepare
monitoring and analysis reports. Concerned with the possible opportunities for success as well as the dangers,
challenges and threats facing society. Secondly, its political role, which is represented in providing information
and news that allow the enactment of laws and the taking of decisions related to the issuance of legislation or
leading government decisions. Thirdly and finally, the role of upbringing, which is represented in its education
and awareness of the members of the community with the various skills, beliefs and habits that are valued by
the community.
According to these different roles, the media, if it adopts a sound approach in reflecting the correct image of the
lived reality and setting the goal of participation in achieving the goal of sustainable development, it will provide
the citizen and the resident alike with a rich media material that surrounds him in various classic and new media
outlets to tell him the following: His living reality is underdeveloped, thus informing him of his need for
development.
The issue of the media’s impact on sustainable development is not an issue that is not calculated with an accurate
scale or criterion. These means differ in their degrees of influence from one means to another. In this, the
American communication scholar Joseph Thomas Klapper says: “The media act as means of support rather than
change. , where the media message tends to develop pre-existing personal characteristics, but this does not
negate the ability of the media to create opinions on topics and issues, especially those about which no opinion
has been formed, nor does it negate their importance as tools of persuasion that play their role through
psychological readiness, especially If the message is very transparent in what it presents of convincing facts.”...

4. Acquire various thinking skills to deal with problems. (Intellectual/ Social goal)

5. To have moral, ethical and human sympathy with the victims of the problems at hand. (Emotional-value goal)
6. Provide appropriate solutions for these problems. (Skills goal)

7. Upload the results of the analysis on an activity forum. (Technological Objective - Information Technology/
Skill in Using Technology)

1. In a demand that seems out of context, the teacher asks the learners, a month before the date of the
activity, and without justifying the request to: Define the five terms: homeland - citizen - citizenship -
citizenship in its humanitarian global dimensoin.

- The teacher asks students to choose three definitions or more for each term and write them on colored
cardboard.
- The definitions written on the cardboard are hung on the classroom walls.

2. The teacher creates a forum for this activity, under the title “Citizenship in its humanitarian global
dimensoin Education: General Issues and Social Problems - Youth and Contemporary Transformations”



or “Citizenship in its humanitarian global dimensoin Education: Public Issues and Social Problems -
Fundamental Problems in the World” on the high school / school website.

e The teacher organizes the forum so that each group is able to upload its research results at the exercise
(cf. 6-€)

e The teacher keeps the link of the forum on which the different groups will download the results of their
discussion, and shares it, on the day of the activity, via WhatsApp group or writes it on the board, so
that all learners can use it and have access to the work conducted by other groups.

3. It is recommended to carry out this activity in the informatics lab.

4. The teacher distributes the activity cards (after making enough copies ), one card for each student, or one
card for the group, The teacher distributes these cards at the end of the first phase of the activity, if the
evaluation will take place later, he distributes them again to carry out the final assessment.

5. The learners work in pairs to answer number one.
6. The students are divided into six groups after the completion of the second phase of the steps.

7. An audio visual device such as (LCD) should be provided, together with assessment sheets.

Steps of the activity
Note 1

This activity can be carried out in both grades (secondary first and third secondary). Cards for the two grades
were assigned according to the axis taught in each of the two grades, taking into account the choice of
words, problems and questions for each of the two axes being taught.

Note 2

The activity is carried out within two full sessions. It is recommended that these sessions are consecutive,
separated by a ten-minute break®.

The first part of the activity (from the beginning to the end of number 6) is carried out in a period of 55-60
minutes, followed by a break of 5 to 10 minutes.

The second part of the activity in the next session (the assessment) is carried out for 45 minutes. If it is not
possible to implement the second part of the activity immediately after the completion of the first part, it

will be completed later, this arrangement requires coordination with the school administration to obtain two
consecutive periods for the benefit of civics education, once during the school year.

Note 3
The answers (in bold) given to the questions are by example.
First stage of the implementation of the activity

1. The teacher asks the learners a set of questions to conduct brainstorming with the aim of determining the
topic of the activity, stimulating their thinking, and arousing their curiosity. (10 minutes)

1 The teacher can use this break time to do one of the refresher exercises with the learners. For this purpose, review the
appendix in the teacher's guide.



a. Students are asked to name three of the problems that the Youth suffer from at the present time
(contemporary time).

— Covid-19 / unemployment / forced displacement / bullying / pollution / racial - ethnic - religious -
gender discrimination / inequality of opportunity / wars / epidemics / blocking the horizon for young
people (the Lebanese in particular) / nepotism/ poverty and hunger/AIDS and drugs/ mutated delta/
environmental pollution/ intolerance/ violence/ dispute over energy and water wealth...

b. Do you think that the problems from which young people (the world) suffer are international?

— The discussion should be directed in the sense that some problems are global while others are
limited to specific societies or regions.

c¢. Who is mainly in charge of the exacerbation of each of these problems?

— The sides in charge differ according to the problem and its nature. Home education may be
attributed to the social environment, ungrateful government policies, or the domination of large
countries over the fates of weaker countries and peoples... (Examples can be given for each case
separately: the cause of social bullying is family education and the cause of unemployment is deficient
government policies...)

d. What are the best methods to tackle these problems?

— Enabling families to play the role assigned to them, advancing educational curricula and wise
government policies, reducing tension between countries, respecting and applying human rights
principles, respecting and implementing the principle of human brotherhood...

e. In a flash on the LCD, the teacher presents the 17 Sustainable Development Goals as ways to tackle the
problems raised, focusing on the goals that respond to those problems. (10 minutes)

** Qrienting the discussion towards the principles of education for citizenship in its humanitarian global
dimensoin in its relationship to the Sustainable Development Goals issued by the United Nations in 2015,
and towards, and the general issues that interest young people, regardless of their circumstances and
environments, or the social problems that bring them together in common or similar aspirations and focusing
on the transformations that have affected young people in the contemporary period, especially as a result of
the means of communication that have transformed the world into a global village...

e. Do you think about the effects of problems on your country or surroundings (for example, Corona) or do
you think about the anxiety they cause others as well? What is the difference between the two levels of
thinking in your opinion?

— Answer vary.

2. In the second step, the teacher shows the learners the attached video. It is indicated that his intervention
is necessary to clarify the strategy of the thinking patterns presented in the video if it is being used for the
first time with students.

— (Video link https://youtu.be/IpRgkWPOJLI)) (7 minutes)

3. a. The teacher divides the class into six groups.

b. Each group takes a name according to the symbolic hat that it represents. ( , black, green...).

c. One hat should not be taken from two groups, so that the six hats are given to the six groups of learners.
(3 minutes)

4. The teacher:
a. Raises a problem suggested in 1a,



b. Asks each group to tackle the problem from the point of view of the task entrusted to the group in
accordance with the symbolism of the hat that it represents. (10 minutes)

c. Asks each group of students to exchange his ideas with the other. (5 minutes)

— It should be noted that the teacher is asked to watch the video more than once, in an earlier stage of the
implementation of the activity, so that he can explain the work strategies to everyone or any group when
asked to do so.

5. The teacher asks each group to: (15 minutes)

a. Choose one of the other problems named within the answer to number 1a.

b. Apply the analysis on it, from the six points of view, according to the six hats strategy.

c. Present the appropriate solution based on the sustainable development goals.

d. Link between the problem, the solution, and the specifications of a citizen with a global human
dimension.

e. Make his presentation.

f. Discuss his analysis, through a representative, with the class and answer the questions. The teacher
intervenes only to correct.

6. The teacher asks each group to: (10 minutes)

a. Reflect on why definitions of terms were requested earlier (see the first note of the required tools -
preparations - means™ above), and whether and to what extent this activity affected the strengthening of a
sense of belonging to citizenship in its humanitarian global dimensoin.

b. Post the result of this reasoning on the forum.

c. Recall the response to the topic of the activity on the forum by acquaintances and colleagues in other
schools and class.

d. Upload the research on the forum, in the appropriate place, directly from the computer lab room, or later
at home, after naming and assigning one of the students to do so.

2.2 Outcomes

acquire and demonstrate as a result of global citizenship education. Corresponding to the
three domains of learning mentioned above (cognitive, socio-emotional and behavioural],
the following set of mutually-reinforcing learning outcomes is identified in this guidance:

Informed and critically literate

Knowledge of global governance systems, structures and issues; understanding the
interdependence and connections between global and local concerns; knowledge and
skills required for civic literacy, such as critical inquiry and analysis, with an emphasis
on active engagement in learning.

Learners develop their understanding of the world, global themes, governance
structures and systems, including politics, history and economics; understand the
rights and responsibilities of individuals and groups [for example, wormen's and
children’s rights, indigenous rights, corporate social responsibilityl; and, recognise
the interconnectedness of local, national and global issues, structures and processes.
Learners develop the skills of eritical inquiry [for example, where to find information
and how to analyse and use evidence|, media literacy and an understanding of how
information is mediated and communicated. They develop their ability to inguire into
global themes and issues [for example, globalisation, interdependence, migration,
peace and conflict, sustainable development] by planning investigations, analysing
data and communicating their findings. A key issue is the way in which language is
used and, more specifically, how critical literacy is affected by the dominance of the
English language and how this influences non-English speakers’ access to information.
There is a focus on developing critical civic Literacy skills and a commitment to life-long
learning, in order to engage in informed and purposeful civic action.

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Socially connected and respectful of diversity

Understanding of identities, relationships and belonging; understanding of shared
values and common humanity; developing an appreciation of, and respect for,
difference and diversity; and understanding the complex relationship between diversity
and commanality.

Learners learn about their identities and how they are situated within multiple
relationships [for example, family, friends, school, local eommunity, countryl, as a basis
for understanding the global dimension of citizenship. They develop an understanding

of difference and diversity [for example, culture, language, gender, sexuality, religion),
of how beliefs and values influence people’s views about those who are different, and
of the reasons for, and impact of, inequality and discrimination. Learners also consider
commaon factors that transcend difference, and develop the knowledge, skills, values
and attitudes required for respecting difference and living with others.
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Ethically responsible and engaged

Based on human rights approaches and including attitudes and values of caring for
others and the environment; personal and social responsibility and transformation: and
developing skills for participating in the community and contributing to a better world
through informed, ethical and peaceful action.

Learners explore their own beliefs and values and those of others. They understand how
beliefs and values inform social and political decision-making at local, national, regional
and global levels, and the challenges for governance of contrasting and conflicting
beliefs and values. Learners also develop their understanding of social justice issues in
local, national, regional and global contexts and how these are interconnected. Ethical
issues [for example, relating to climate change, eonsumerism, economic globalisation,
fair trade, migration, poverty and wealth, sustainable development, terrorism, war]
are also addressed. Learners will be expected to reflect on ethical conflicts related to
social and political responsibilities and the wider impact of their choices and decisions.
Learners also develop the knowledge, skills, values and attitudes to care for others and
the environment and to engage in civic action. These include compassion, empathy,
collaboration, dialogue, social entrepreneurship and active participation. They learn
about opportunities for engagement as citizens at local, national and global levels, and
examples of individual and collective action taken by others to address global issues
and social injustice.

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The Likert scale is named after American social scientist Rensis
Likert. Likert devised the psychometric approach in 1932 for
conducting social and educational research. Today, Likert—type
scales are considered some of the best survey tools for
researching popular opinions. As a result, they're often used
for customer satisfaction surveys or a marketing research surveys.
In a Likert scale, a person selects one option among several that
reflects how much they agree with a statement. The scale
generally consists of five or seven balanced responses that people
can choose from, with a neutral midpoint. However, there can be
as few as two responses (with no neutral response) or as many as
ten. It's very common for companies to use Likert scales when
they want to evaluate a customer’s level of satisfaction during a
recent experience.

Later on, you’ll see many examples of Likert survey scales. But,
just so we're on the same page, here’s a typical question using 5

points:

Preamble

This document includes four technical cards for four training sessions for
trainers who will train on theoretical content, associated with practical
applications aimed at integrating global citizenship terms and concepts in
teaching/learning contexts within the frame of the current Lebanese
curriculum and its amendments.

This document is based on resources prepared specifically for this purpose
by the Centre for Educational Research and Development (CRDP), in
addition to other complementary resources produced by UNESCO and
other governmental and non-governmental organizations concerned with
the topic, both at the regional and global levels.

The training sessions are designed to be implemented with complete
flexibility, whether physically, virtually, or blended, at an average of two
hours per session. It is preferable that the number of trainees in each session
does not exceed 25-30 persons, in order to allow meaningful interaction to
take place among the participants. The following considerations were
taken into account:

a. Reliance on CRDP’s documents that were produced in this regard, as a
primary reference.

b. Exercising restraint in the production of educational resources was done
so that to revive training activities. Hence, it was agreed to use the available
ones in the previously mentioned sources before producing or resorting to
additional resources except when needed.

c. Being aware that in its essence, the training session , is a means to open
horizons that enable participants to approach the basic concepts related to
global citizenship and integrate them into learning contexts without
claiming thoroughness (the training session is not a university course)

d. The training session takes into account the general principles of adult
learning characteristics (self-direction, reliance on personal experiences,
attention to the practical and applied dimension, motivation, flexibility,
personal responsibility...)
